Pursuant to the 500-foot rule under New York Alcoholic Beverage Control Law, the Applicant
respectfully submits this statement to demonstrate that granting an on-premises liquor license at
the proposed location would serve the public interest. The public interest will be promoted by the
granting of a license for the sale of alcoholic beverages to FLOWER & CO. USA LLC (the
“Applicant”) at the above-referenced location for the following reasons:

1.

The Alcoholic Beverage Control Law permits the Authority to approve an application
subject to the 500 Foot Law in New York City if, after consultation with the Community
Board, it is determined that granting such a license would be in the public interest. See
ABCL § 64(7)(t). Although the ABCL does not define "public interest,” the Legislature
advises the Authority to consider several factors outlined in ABCL § 64(6-a) to determine
the public interest on a case-by-case basis. As a practical matter, and in compliance with
the legislative command to "consult" with the Community Board, it is the practice of the
Authority to rely upon the relevant Community Board to bring to its attention any issues
or concerns bearing on the factors outlined in ABCL § 64(6-a). Community Boards are
routinely performing such tasks. In this case, however, the Manhattan Community Board
#4 (the "Community Board") has not brought any such factors or concerns to the
Authority's attention. Under such circumstances, in which the Applicant seeks a license
that the Community Board has not objected to, it is the practice of the Authority to
approve the application. For the same reasons, the subject application should be
approved.

The Applicant proposes to establish a Ramen and Izakaya restaurant offering authentic
ramen noodle soup and a variety of Japanese small-plate dishes in a casual dining
atmosphere. The Proposed Premises was formally occupied by Tabata Noodle
Restaurant, which operated another ramen restaurant with an On-premises Restaurant
Wine License. The proposed new business could take over a vacant commercial space
without disrupting the community, such as renovation, construction, or a change in
restaurant dynamics in the neighborhood. Located directly across from the Port Authority
of New York and New Jersey on Ninth Avenue, the restaurant will be a distinctive and
contemporary dining concept that appeals to both local residents and international
travelers. By emphasizing innovation, operational efficiency, and cultural authenticity,
the restaurant will enhance the neighborhood’s culinary diversity and contribute to the
ongoing revitalization of the Port Authority district.

3. The establishment may be reserved for private or corporate events on a limited number of
occasions throughout the year. During such events, the music will remain ambient and
recorded in nature. The operation will not significantly increase foot traffic in the area
and will primarily rely on customer reservations, ensuring that there will be no wait lines
or need for additional security.

4. All necessary licenses and permits have been obtained from the State and all other
governing bodies, or they will be obtained as a condition of approval.

5. The proposed establishment is situated in one of the most heavily trafficked and
commercially zoned areas in the world, and it is particularly well-suited for a concept that
emphasizes quick, orderly, and high-volume service. To further ensure minimal impact
on the surrounding area, the Applicant will utilize third-party food delivery services to
streamline order fulfillment, minimize on-site traffic, and prevent customers from
gathering outside the premises.

6. Consistent with the Legislature’s most recent statement on the policy of the State of New
York and the purpose of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Law, issuance of the license
will support economic growth, job development, and the State’s alcoholic beverage
production industries and its tourism and recreation industry. See ABCL § 2.

Given these considerations, we respectfully submit that granting this license would not only
serve the public convenience and advantage but also support the continued growth and cultural
vibrancy of the specific neighborhood.
