Re: West 21st Street and 10th Avenue Intersection
Dear Commissioner Zuckerman,

At its December 3, 2025 Full Board meeting, by a vote of 47 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstaining,
and 0 present but not eligible to vote, Manhattan Community Board 4 (“MCB4”) writes to
request that the New York City Department of Transportation (DOT) address urgently dangerous
conditions at the intersection of West 21° Street and 10™ Avenue:

e Pedestrian crossing: Since the recent resurfacing, the high visibility stripes have not been
reinstalled on the west side of the 21° St/10"" Ave intersection. We ask that you expedite
the installation of these stripes.

e Bike lane pedestrian islands: the islands have not been built in concrete and therefore
provide no protection for pedestrians or children from the fast-moving traffic on the
avenue. In the near term, we ask that you install concrete islands in every intersection
along the bike lane. In the immediate term, please add physical protections to this and
other painted pedestrian islands on the avenue, such as planters, bike racks, or concrete
blocks to prevent drivers from driving through them.

e Additional Signage for Cars: West 21 Street is one of the few streets where the direction
of traffic changes at 10™ Avenue; it is eastbound west of 10™ and westbound east of 10®



Avenue. Although signs are installed, it seems they are often ignored, and eastbound cars

regularly cross 10" Avenue before realizing that they are going the wrong way down a

one-way street. We ask that you install larger signs on the west side of 10" Avenue to

prevent cars going the wrong way.
