At its regularly scheduled monthly meeting on Wednesday, December 3rd, Manhattan 

Community Board 4 (“MCB4”) voted, by a vote of 44 for, 0 against, 1 abstaining, and 2 

present-not-eligible, to support the retail rollout of Sunshine Operations under their 

existing Cannabis Microbusiness License at 510 West 27th Street, New York, NY 

10001.  

 

Sunshine Operations is a licensed cannabis cultivator distributing chocolate, gummies 

and craft products in the basement of 510 West 27th Street.  Sunshine Operations has a 

microbusiness license, which authorizes the limited cultivation, processing, distribution, 

delivery, and sale of the microbusiness' own adult-use cannabis and cannabis products. 

Sunshine Operations is owned and operated by Luke Attebury, who presented his 

business concept to MCB4 in March of 2025 and was granted a microbusiness license in 

July of 2025 by OCM.  As Mr. Attebury’s proof of concept is bearing fruit, Sunshine 

Operations is seeking add retail to their current operation of wholesale production of craft 
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cannabis products. The current space and proposed retail space one flight above the 

production area is in compliance with all OCM requirements. Sunshine Operations in this 

next phase of their business is looking to offer their own cultivated craft products in-store 

and online with delivery service available.  Proposed hours of operation are 10AM to 

10PM Monday through Sunday and while with their existing microbusiness license can 

add retail as of right, they are seeking community review and support. Attached is the 

Sunshine’s completed MCB4 Cannabis Dispensary Application.  

  

Sunshine Operations has demonstrated a strong understanding of the complexity of OCM 

regulations and as a current business already at this location, has direct ties to the 

neighborhood.  MCB4 supports the retail addition of this existing neighborhood business 

and appreciates Mr. Attebury’s commitment to the community.
